State employees currently
holding the above title or those who have previously attained permanent status may apply. DMHAS employees currently holding the above title
may apply for lateral transfer.

Duties may include but not limited to: Provide team leadership for CSP/ RP staff and WISE staff within the WRAP program including but not limited
to: Making client assignments to skill building staff, monthly group and individual supervision and field supervision of assigned CSP/Staff and WISE
staff; education of skill building staff on the CSP/RP model, provide education and training on functional assessments, Person Centered Planning,
re-assessments, and encounter notes; assist staff with completion of documents as warranted; development of tools for skill building staff to
ensure fidelity to CSP/RP and WISE is met; attend monthly statewide CSP/RP and WISE meetings; provide clinical interventions as warranted to
clients assigned to the team, provide crisis intervention and consultation to staff; attend assigned SMHA committee meetings; complete quarterly
attendance reviews with assigned staff, annual performance appraisals; monitor staff productivity and work performance and follow established
guidelines to address any deficits up to and including progressive discipline, including development of performance improvement plans; participate
in hiring process and orientation of new staff, process employee’s leave request, approve electronic timesheet ; complete Bio psychosocial
assessments for new clients to the program, complete conservatorship applications; attend probate hearings and treatment team meetings in the
community; establish relationships with area providers; provide program oversight in the absence of program supervisor. Perform other related
duties as assigned.

General Experience and Training: One year of experience as a licensed clinical social worker.

Special Requirements: : Incumbents in this class must possess and retain a license to practice clinical social work pursuant to Sec. 20-195 (m)
through (r) of the Connecticut General Statutes. Incumbents in this class must possess and retain a valid driver’s license and may be required to
travel.

Note: Non-Examined refers to Section 5-219 of the Connecticut General Statutes which permits appointment of candidates to competitive
positions without formal examination when a professional license, professional degree, accreditation or certificate is a mandatory requirement
for appointment to a class.

Note: Applicants will be selected in accordance with reemployment, SEBAC, transfer, promotion, collective bargaining unit contract language,
merit employment lists and DMHAS affirmative action goals. Therefore, State employees will generally be considered before applicants from
outside State service.
