Duties include:   Participates as an integral member of the PGS team; provides and directs clinical supervision for 

statewide problem gambling specific (Bettor Choice) and Problem Gambling Integrated (DiGIn) clinical programs funded 

by PGS; provides clinical oversight and quality assurance for statewide problem gambling helpline; provides 24/7 

telephone coverage for clinical consultation and crisis intervention; monitors adherence to standards of practice and 

provides quality assurance and utilization review monitoring; conducts site visits, agency and program evaluations 

regarding problem gambling capability; plans and implements service components such as specialized groups, family and 

couples therapy, brief treatment options, etc. and maintains a small clinical caseload of complex cases; assures staff 

competencies in problem gambling screening, assessment and treatment, including use of evidence-based practices; 

determines the educational and supervisory needs of PGS Bettor Choice clinicians and plans appropriate in-service and 

other training opportunities; plans and provides professional training through DMHAS Education and Training Division, as 

well as to community agencies and organizations seeking problem gambling awareness, knowledge and skills; 

participates in various statewide and regional Problem Gambling Stakeholder meetings.. 

General Experience:  One year of experience as a licensed professional counselor with some experience working in a 

behavioral health facility or in a juvenile justice setting. 

Preferred Candidate: Must be certified as a Board Approved Clinical Consultant (BACC) which is the supervisory 

designation for the National Gambling Counselor Certification Board and for the CT Certification Board (CCB).
