The Department of Children and Families is currently recruiting for a durational Visual Media Designer 3 within the Training Academy.  

This position is full time 40 hours per week. This position bears the sole responsibility for carrying out the duties of the DCF Media 

Center.  This involves development and management of visual media for the entire agency.  This position requires extensive and 

specialized experience in visual media.   

Eligibility:  Candidates must have passed the Visual Media Designer 3 exam and be on the current certification list promulgated by the 

Department of Administrative Services for this classification at the time of appointment to this position.  State employees currently 

holding the above title or those who have previously attained permanent status in the class may apply for a lateral transfer.   

Examples of Duties: Ability to produce digital video, photographic, graphic art and other audio-visual materials including print 

materials for instructional support or other programs of the agency; Ability to edit digital video and images; thorough understanding of 
digital video and graphic file formats, conversion and compression; knowledge of digital video and audio recording production 
equipment (digital cameras, lighting, microphone, amps, cabling, etc.) and software; skill in operation, installation, maintenance, minor 
repair and ability to troubleshoot technicalities of such digital equipment, software and accessories; ability to serve as technical director, 
cameraperson and/or crew members as needed; ability to review, edits and catalogue recordings and other materials; maintain 
inventory of audio-visual software and hardware; duplicate recordings for distribution adhering to copyright law; may distribute audio-
visual materials or equipment and maintain loan records; ability to instruct others in use of equipment or development of audio-visual 
aids; knowledge of graphic materials; creates designs and prepares art work for websites, advertisements, exhibitions, covers, posters, 
presentations, reports, publications, graphs, charts, maps, banners, booklets, and pamphlets, etc.; confers with supervisors as to media 
and method of design for various projects for department usage and public display; performs related duties as required. 

Minimum Qualifications Required:  Considerable knowledge of most effective techniques and methods used in 

graphic art including freehand drawing, media materials such as water colors and oils, photographic art and three-
dimensional presentation; knowledge of basic video engineering principles and practices; knowledge of and ability to 
utilize computer software including publishing and graphic design and video editing packages; interpersonal skills; oral 
and written communication skills; considerable ability to comprehend and interpret plans and cross-section and contour 
data; ability to perform highly creative work; some supervisory ability. 

 

Preferred Experience:  Experience and knowledge of Adobe Creative Suite Photoshop, Premiere Pro and InDesign; 

Cross-platform ability - Mac and PC based computer skills. 
 

General Experience:  Six (6) years of experience in commercial or graphic illustrative art or video engineering. 

 

Special Experience:   Two (2) years of the General Experience must have been in planning, designing and preparing 

digital models and/or exhibits for public events, displays and publications. 
 

Substitution Allowed: College training in fine arts or commercial art may be substituted for the General Experience on 

the basis of fifteen (15) semester hours equalling one-half (1/2) year of experience to a maximum of four (4) years for a 

Bachelor's degree.
