Duties may include but not limited to: Provides comprehensive clinical assessments, risk assessments and medication management
services to young adults between the ages of 18 - 26. Clients are seen on an outpatient basis and generally carry diagnosis of severe
and persistent mental illness, co-occurring substance use disorders, complex trauma and/or continuing issues from childhood such as
pervasive developmental disorders. Functions as a co-leader of the treatment team and provides reviews of recovery plans, clinical
records and discharge plans for adherence to policies and Joint Commission standards; provides all services in a recovery-oriented
manner. Assesses, examines, diagnoses and prescribes appropriate medications and other biologic and psychosocial treatments to a
caseload of about 100 young adults, coordinates with primary and specialty care providers, including YAS consultants, DCF and
affiliated providers, as needed, and performs advanced level risk assessments; consults on difficult and/or complex cases. This
position with participate in on-call coverage and weekend coverage; performs related duties as required.

General Experience - Incumbents in this class must possess and retain certification as a specialist in psychiatry by the American
Board of Psychiatry and Neurology or board certification in Adult or Child and Adolescent Psychiatry.
