There is a Transportation Landscape Designer 1 position opportunity currently available in the Office of 

Engineering, Division of Highway Design, State Design Section, located in the Newington Administration 

Building.   

 

Position Description:  This position is accountable for the design of landscape projects for the Department.  Duties 

include: developing CADD generated landscape plans, specifications, and cost estimates for transportation projects 

currently in design; preparing the landscape design components for highway safety improvement and enhancement 

projects as part of an inter-disciplinary team; reviewing landscape plans by others; preparing communicative 

graphics; performing material testing; and overseeing the installation of vegetation on many types of transportation 

improvement projects.  

 

Additional duties include advising district personnel and engineers in the interpretation of landscape plans and 

specifications; identifying existing vegetation and making recommendations for salvage and/or preservation; 

performing a limited range of related duties in investigating complaints and recommending remedial action; 

performing site inspections of plant materials, supplies and contract execution to insure conformance to plans and 

specifications; conducting tree surveys to determine the condition of the trees and making appropriate 

recommendations for pruning, planting and tree removal; maintaining records of materials; related duties as 

required. 

 

The successful candidate for this position may be required to attend meetings outside of normal working hours, and 

must possess and retain a valid Motor Vehicle Operator’s license.  
 
Eligibility:   Candidates must have passed the Transportation Landscape Designer 1 exam and be on a 

current certification list promulgated by the Department of Administrative Services.  State employees who 

currently hold this title or those who have previously attained permanent status in this title since their most 

recent hire date, may apply for lateral transfer.
