Center receives a fax from the
General Services Administration
(GSA) in Washington stating that
planes would become available to
states’ federal programs… Doug
DiPersio knew exactly what to do.

“He immediately knew of a
customer who would be interested
and picked up the phone and called
the Connecticut Aerospace
Museum, a small nonprofit organi-
zation located in Stratford, CT, “
said Program Manager Kenn
Stephenson.

“The planes were located in
Arizona so a representative from
the Aerospace Museum had to fly
out to see if the planes were
something they could actually use.
Upon their return I received an
excited call stating they were
interested, very interested,”
DiPersio said.

Stephenson explained that when
property is available from across
the country, the property would
usually go to a neighboring state,
not one 2,500 miles away.

“Knowing this, Doug called GSA
Region 9 and talked to the allocat-
ing officer.  He knew the impor-
tance of the planes to our cus-

tomer and explained how difficult it
was for a small state in New England
to acquire that kind of property.  He
added that our customer was a small
museum that is just starting out and this
would be a huge boost for them.  He
ended with ‘Connecticut wants those
planes’.” DiPersio’s persistence and
determination paid off.

DAS’ Property Distribution Center
was able to acquire and donate 6
planes with an acquisition value of
$18, 844, 340 to the Connecticut
Aerospace Museum.

DAS’ Food Distribution Pro-
gram (FDP) couldn’t wait to debut
their new website “The Market-
place.”

They had their chance at a
gathering of members of the
School Lunch Advisory Commit-
tee.

MIS’ Mark Zager and FDP’s
Yvonne Groves demonstrated how
the website works to the attendees
as well as its many features.  The
audience asked questions and
made suggestions for improve-
ments.

“It’s all about what the customer
wants,” said Groves.  “We want to
customize it to their specific needs,
and their feedback and input is

critical to the website’s
success.”

The website gives
customers full access
to their accounts,
orders, updated infor-
mation, and communi-

cation with FDP.   FDP can post
inventory messages, introduce new
products and commodities, provide
billing information, and much more.

Eldon Hafford from the
Klingberg Family Center was
totally sold on the new site’s
abilities. “It’s 180 degrees of
improvement for Doris Vieira and
her staff from when they first
started.  They need to be recog-
nized for their efforts in making
the system better,” Hafford said.

“USDA’s longtime policy has
been the reduction of paperwork.
With FDP’s new website, custom-
ers will be able to process a
number of their ordering functions
in a paperless environment.  It’s a
great achievement for them.”

Place frozen wings in aluminum
pan. Pour white vinegar over them
and put in preheated 400º oven on
middle rack, uncovered.  Cook for
1½ to 2 hours stirring every 20
minutes. Watch them periodically to
be sure they are rotated regularly.
The secret to this recipe is to watch
them and to cook them enough so
that the meat will just fall off the
bone when you bite into them.  They
will look a little burned and dried
out...this is a good thing. Drain off
the vinegar carefully, and place them
back in the oven for about 10 more
minutes. Pour on the barbecue
sauce and cook for about another ½
hour or so.  Again, watch them. You
want them to look caramelized and
a little bit burned looking but not
burnt to a crisp.  It takes practice to
get them just right.  But trust your
eye and don’t be afraid to taste one
now and then.  DO NOT BE
FOOLED BY THE DIRECTIONS ON
THE BAG. You do need to cook
them for a very long time at 400º in
order for them to come out this way.

During these informal meetings, both
Waters and employees review a Fleet
report card on where projects stand,
what has been accomplished, and what
still needs improvement.

One major topic of discussion was the
construction of the
new Norwich
garage.  With eight
garage bays being
installed and a
number of other
new facilities being
added and up-
graded, the Nor-
wich garage is
soon to be the
showpiece of DAS
Fleet.

“It’s been years

It really was Greek to him.
  Through his affiliation with the

     University of New Haven where he
is an adjunct professor, Dr. Martin
Anderson spent 12 days in Athens
teaching a graduate course at New
York College.

The program, affiliated with the State
University of New York system,
expands educational offerings to Greek
students by bringing American graduate
and undergraduate college degree
programs from recognized universities.
There are similar programs in Israel and
Mexico, but this was the first year for
the program in Greece.

Anderson is the first faculty member
from UNH invited to teach in the
program.

His course on Psychological Testing
and Measurement in Industry focused
on different tests and techniques used in
the United States to hire employees.

The 13 students in his class ranged in
age from 20
– 25.  “They
were very
attentive,
keenly
interested,
hung on
every word,
and had
great
questions.”
While they
have a high
regard for
education, one major difference Ander-
son noted was their concept of time.

“Class was scheduled to begin at 9
a.m.  Maybe by 9:45 they’d start
coming around.  It might have been
because they were going to school
during summer vacation, but they
certainly are very relaxed.”

He and his wife Becky were staying
at a hotel near the Temple of Zeus,
about three blocks from the urban

campus.  Each morning he walked
to work on the bustling Athens
streets.  “I found a little market that
had Mars Bars in the freezer so I
would stop in and get my snack for
the day.”

He taught com-
pressed classes on
Friday evening and all
day on Saturday and
Sunday for two succes-
sive weekends.   On his
midweek break he and
Becky were able to do
some sight-seeing,
visiting Santorini, one of
1400+ Greek isles (not
all inhabited).

Both colleagues and
students were eager to
accommodate their visiting profes-
sor.

“On one of our first evenings in
Athens, the program coordinator

hosted a dinner
for us on the
top of a hotel
directly across
from the
Acropolis
which is lighted
at night and
completely
spectacular.
We also
celebrated my
wife’s birthday
there, and my

students helped us select a special
restaurant for her birthday lunch.”

Anderson said that another
student was concerned that “we
were seeing only the ugly concrete
buildings of Athens, so on our last
evening she took us on an hour and
a half tour of exquisite beaches,
lakes, and fine hotels.”

Anderson found it particularly
enthralling that he was both visiting

and teaching on foreign soil, and he
welcomed the challenge of being an
effective communicator in another
culture.

Everyday living, however, took a
little getting used to.  Life in Athens

was busy in the mornings, but as the
temperature topped off in the high
nineties every afternoon, the pace
slowed, shops closed, and “siesta
time” set in.

“Then between eight and nine at
night everyone was out promenading
and having their big meal at ten or
so.”

He loved the food, and couldn’t
believe how reasonable the prices
were. “It was actually hard to spend
$10 on a really fine meal.”

His one disappointment was that
he didn’t leave Athens knowing
more Greek than he started with.

“I was immediately identified as an
American and since almost everyone
spoke English they communicated
with me only in my own language.”

Anderson said he did learn to read
some Greek and “can still practice
speaking on my training CD’s.”

Anderson said that Greece is the
most revisited country in Europe.
When asked if he would be one of
those re-visitors, he hesitated only
long enough to say, “if all the stars
come together.”
