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STATE AGENCIES

Process to send your vehicles to auction:

1. Complete a DPS-29(s) (verify the VIN on the DPS-29 with the VIN on the actual vehicle, please be sure the MILEAGE is correct, fill in the CODING section as well, in case we sell your vehicle to another agency, and sign the DPS-29) and put together with the Original Certificate of Origin (or court documents, if a seized vehicle or asset forfeiture).  If you do not have an original Certificate of Origin, you will need to get a Q-1 form from the DMV and fill that out, along with a letter on letterhead stating that you cannot locate the original Certificate of Origin.
****If mileage is incorrect on your DPS-29 and it results in a Title being produced that has incorrect mileage, a duplicate title will need to be requested.  Each duplicate title is a fee of $25.00 in the form of check or money order made out to the CT DMV.  The agency that turned in the incorrect paperwork will be responsible for submitting that check to DAS Surplus so we can request the duplicate title.

2. Make sure your Certificate of Origin/Title is signed over to DAS. If this is showing DAS as the owner, you don’t need to sign it over. If the C. of O. shows your agency as the owner, you need to sign it as the seller with DAS as the buyer so we can sell your vehicle. (DAS, 165 Capitol Ave., Hartford, CT 06106)

3. Contact Kristin Wright at 1-631-803-0492 or KristinWright@PropertyRoom.com and e-mail her your DPS-29.  She will enter it and send you a manifest with a PropertyRoom.com identifier.  Enter the PropertyRoom.com identifier in the Lot # spot on the DPS-29.

4. Make a copy of the completed paperwork for the company handling our vehicles and mail completed originals to:

Please Note the Following Charges: 

· Vehicle De-Identification (bumper stickers or other identifying info):  $40.00/hr

· Towing: NO CHARGE within a 40 mile radius of the Corona’s Auto Parts & Towing facility. Beyond 40 miles $10 charge for every 10 miles – or part of 10 miles

· Towing of Heavy Equipment (over 11,000 GVW):  $375.00 flat fee no matter the mileage

· There is NO CHARGE to drop off your vehicles/heavy equipment.

· All Charges will be taken from the sale price of the vehicle.

If you are having your vehicle picked up:  You will receive a phone call from the vendor to set up a pickup time. When the driver picks up the vehicle you will give them completed copies of your paperwork (DPS-29, title or Cert. of Origin) and all keys you have.  

If you are dropping of your vehicle:  Check with Kristin for your drop off location.  You will take your vehicle(s) and completed copies of your paperwork (DPS-29 & title or Cert. of Origin) over to Corona’s Auto Parts & Towing at 608 Wethersfield Ave, Hartford, CT 06114.  Ask for Betty or Chi Chi in dispatch and they will direct you.


How to purchase a vehicle from Corona’s during the Reallocation Period:

All Vehicle auctions will now be held online at PropertyRoom.com.  As per policy and procedure, these vehicles will be held for 14 days to give state agencies and municipalities a chance to purchase them prior to them going up for auction.  

Please follow the instructions below to look for our vehicles on preview:

1. Go to PropertyRoom.com
1. Click on the Banner on the Home Page regarding ‘previewing new vehicles’ ***– this will bring up the vehicles that are currently on preview (in the 14 day reallocation period).

***If you do not see this banner there are no vehicles in the preview status at this time.

If there is a vehicle your agency is interested in please contact Philip St. Amand at Philip.St.Amand@ct.gov  or at 860-713-5792 for a price quote.  The vehicle will be put on hold for a 3 day period to give you a chance to make a decision.  If you do not confirm your intent to purchase within those 3 days, the vehicle will be put back on auction.  You can see the vehicles in person prior to purchasing or committing to them.

There is no fee for a state agency or municipality (or a citizen) to look at a vehicle.  If Corona’s Auto Parts & Towing attempts to charge you for looking at a vehicle, please ask for Jon Corona, Manager, and he will help.

If you decide to go ahead with the purchase, confirm with Phil and Surplus will write up the paperwork and your agency representative will schedule to come to our warehouse at 60 State Street (rear) in Wethersfield to sign it. You will then bring your copies of the sale paperwork to Corona’s Auto Parts & Towing and pick up the vehicle, keys and Title (if the title is available – if not it will be mailed to you) at that time. 

The DAS Business Office will bill your agency based on the sale paperwork.

How to Look at Vehicles on Public Auction:

Please follow the instructions below to look for our vehicles at auction.  Also note that once a vehicle is at auction, it is no longer available for reallocation but your agency can bid on it, if they so choose.

1. Go to PropertyRoom.com
1. On the Home Page go to the ‘Vehicles’ box 
1. Click ‘Municipal Vehicles’ - This will bring up State of CT surplus vehicles as well as vehicles from other agencies
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
