Introduction










Who we are:
The State and Federal Property Distribution Center (formally the “State Surplus Property Unit”) is the legally authorized agent for the disposal of surplus state property.  See Attachment A State Statures 4a-4, 4a-52, 4a-57a.

            The Department of Administrative Services, State and Federal Property Distribution program provides state agencies, municipalities and non-profit organizations with a 501(c) 3 with surplus governmental property.  This offers an excellent opportunity to acquire a wide range of merchandise at minimum cost to state and municipal taxpayers and non-profits donations.


There are two independently administered programs:  State Property Distribution and Federal Property Distribution. Each operates under a separate set of requirements.

What we do:
The purpose of the State and Federal Property Distribution Center is to act as a clearinghouse for the transfer, sale or disposal of property which is surplus to the needs of a holding agency.  Property that may be considered obsolete or unusable by one agency may serve another agency’s operational needs.  


The Property Distribution Center

:

· Ensures that the State achieves the best possible utilization of its property

· Provides agencies with a cost-effective means of acquiring personal

 Property

· Maintains an inventory control system

· Establishes an audit trail for State property

State Property Distribution Program: state property (with exception of vehicles), is all handled thru our e-surplus Intranet based system, with state agencies entering their property on the system for other state agencies to claim and the PDC to claim for municipalities.  A user name and password is required from the PDC

The Federal Property Distribution Program is the Connecticut state agency for surplus property (SASP) procures Federal surplus property from around the world and redistributes it to Connecticut state agencies, municipalities, and all approved health, welfare and educational nonprofit organizations.
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
